Be it remembered that the regular meeting of the Tupelo City Council was held in the
Council Chambers at City Hall Building on Tuesday, October 7, 2014, at 6:00 p.m. with the
following in attendance: Council Members Markel Whittington, Lynn Bryan, Travis Beard,
Nettie Y. Davis, Buddy Palmer, Mike Bryan and Willie Jennings; City Attorney Ben Logan; and
Glenda Muse, Clerk of the Council.

The invocation was led by Leondra Tucker, Pastor of the Savings Station Church, who
was introduced by Councilwoman Nettie Davis, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance by Boy
Scout Keelon A. Solomon.

IN THE MATTER OF CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER

President Mike Bryan called the regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

4. PROCLAMATIONS, RECOGNITIONS AND REPORTS AGENDA

IN THE MATTER OF RECOGNITION OF BOY/GIRL SCOUTS

Mayor Shelton and Councilwoman Nettie presided over a special presentation of the
Eagle Scout rank to thirteen-year-old Keelon A. Solomon. The Eagle rank was awarded to
Keelon on August 27, 2014. He is the son of Qiana Williams and Ken Williams of
Tupelo. Keelon’ s Eagle Project was to promote environmental awareness and safety. From
scrap lumber he had built a “clean plastic recycling” bin in support of his project.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC RECOGNITIONS

The following public recognitions were made by City Council members:

Councilwoman Davis — Introduced a large group of young people who are members of
the Savings Station Church. Councilwoman Davis had come in contact with them during the
clean-up efforts after the April 28 tornado as they were working at the Tupelo Housing
Project. She stated she was so impressed with the number involved and commended them for
the hard work they had put in to help the tenants in this area. She, also, recognized Pastor
Leondra Tucker who had earlier led the invocation.

Councilwoman Davis — Announced that Papa V’s on the previous Saturday had serviced
approximately 1,000 cars with free gasoline amounting to $11,000. She applauded the company
for this very generous contribution to the community.

Councilman Jennings — Added his thanks to the Savings Station Church group and their
young Pastor for their work during clean-up efforts after the tornado.

IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION IN RECOGNITION OF “RACIAL
RECONCILIATION CELEBRATION MONTH”

Members of “Mission Mississippi” accepted a proclamation from Mayor Jason Shelton in
recognition of “Racial Reconciliation Celebration Month” during the month of October
2014. Mission Mississippi has been dedicated since 1993 to the underlying truth that all persons
of all races are called together to live in unity and harmony within the
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State of Mississippi. During the month of October, the organization will sponsor events
promoting the message of racial reconciliation and healing which can enhance and improve the
lives of all citizens, businesses and communities of Mississippi.

IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION IN RECOGNITION OF “FIRE
PREVENTION WEEK?”

Tupelo Fire Chief Thomas Walker accepted a proclamation from Mayor Shelton
proclaiming October 6 — 12, 2014 as Fire Prevention Week throughout the city. The
proclamation read by the Mayor urged all citizens to test their smoke alarms at least every month
and to support the many public safety activities and efforts of Tupelo’s fire and emergency
services during Fire Prevention Week 2014,

IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION IN RECOGNITION OF “PAY IT FORWARD
DAY”

A novel written in 2000 has inspired the creation of a concept, a non-profit foundation,
and a movement that has been vital in inspiring millions of good deeds all over the world. All
that is asked in return is for the recipients of a good deed “Pay it Forward” to others in
need. Mayor Shelton presented a proclamation recognizing October 15, 2014, as a city-wide
“Pay it Forward Day” to four high school students who are using this idea as part of their Senior
Project at Tupelo High Schools. Students present to receive the proclamation were Mckenzie
Denton, Molly Homan, Mallie Imbler, and Morgan Southworth.

IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION IN RECOGNITION OF “DYSLEXIA
AWARENESS MONTH”

Mayor Shelton read a proclamation in recognition of “Dyslexia Awareness Month”
during the month of October 2014. Research conducted by the National Institute of Health
indicates that as many as one in every five individuals struggle with dyslexia and related learning
disabilities. Also, national research shows that more than 30% of juveniles involved with the
criminal justice system have a learning disability. The proclamation states that teachers and
students across the City of Tupelo would benefit from increased educator professional training
about this ailment. Parents and educators of students who struggle to overcome dyslexia across
Mississippi and the nation have come together to advocate for reforms to support children and to
encourage educators, teachers and parents to recognize that dyslexia has significant educational
implications that must be addressed.
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IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION IN RECOGNITION OF “BREAST CANCER
AWARENESS MONTH”

Mayor Shelton read a proclamation in recognition of “Breast Cancer Awareness Month”
being observed throughout the month of October 2014. This serious illness is the leading cause
of cancer deaths among women age 40 — 50 years in the United States and one in eight women in
the United States will be diagnosed with the disease in her lifetime. Risk factors include
genetics, obesity, smoking, age and diet, although 85% of breast cancers appear in women with
no family history of the disease. Members of the Daughters of the American Revolution who are
sponsoring these efforts were present to accept the proclamation from Mayor Shelton.

IN THE MATTER OF MAYOR’S REPORT

At the request of the Community Development Foundation, along with Governor Phil
Bryant and business and economic development leaders from around the state, Mayor Shelton
was asked to be a representative of the Mississippi Delegation at the Southeast United States —
Japan Economic Conference in Tokyo. Mayor Shelton stated this was an important opportunity
to establish new relationships and to continue to develop existing relationships for the purpose of
expanding existing businesses and recruiting new businesses to our area. Council General
Motohiko Ka-to will be visiting Tupelo in November and efforts will continue to explore how
our city can become a hub for international businesses.

On the previous night Mayor Shelton joined Senators Thad Cochran and Roger Wicker,
Congressman Travis Childers, Commissioner Mike Tagert, General Bob Chestnut, Mr. Dick
Hill, Ms. Jennifer Pettigrew and Lee County Supervisor Darryl Rankin in an old fashioned
political rally to raise funds to rebuild the American Legion building that was destroyed in the
recent tornado. Mayor Shelton thanked BancorpSouth, Three Rivers, the Community
Development Foundation and Robinson and Associates for organizing and hosting this event.

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IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW/APPROVE SURPLUS OF POLICE HELICOPTER




Tupelo Police Chief Bart Aguirre had submitted a request to the City Council to return
the surplus helicopter to the State of Mississippi for reissue to another department to use. All
city equipment will be taken out of the helicopter, Bell OBS OH-58 Helicopter Serial No. 69-
16100, for surplus and sold to the highest bidder at auction. Upkeep for maintaining this
equipment amounting to approximately $51,000 per year was not included in the City of Tupelo
FY 2014-15 Budget. Upon a motion by Councilman Whittington and a second by Councilman
Jennings, the council voted unanimously to approve the request of Chief Aquirre to surplus this
fixed asset and return the said helicopter to the State of Mississippi.

Nursery and Landscape Association had chosen the Tupelo Farmers’ Market to receive one of
three 2014 Green Connection Grants.

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IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW/APPROVE RESOLUTION OF DECLARATION OF
SURPLUS PROPERTY (TUPELO POLICE DEPARTMENT)

voted unanimously to approve a Resolution of Declaration of Surplus Items including vehicles
forfeited to the North Mississippi Narcotics Unit and items purchased with NMNU funds. The
Tupelo Police Department is the host city for the North Mississippi Narcotics Unit and has these
items in its possession. The NMNU control board has determined the listed items to be surplus
to the unit and authorizes the sale at a public auction, or destruction where sale is not practical
according to State statutes.

MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 4, 2014

Item 1 of the minutes of the Planning Committee meeting of September 4, 2014, was
accepted by the Tupelo City Council at their regular meeting of September 16, 2014.

Upon a motion by Councilman Whittington, seconded by Councilwoman Davis, the
council voted unanimously to bring Item 2 and 3 off the table for consideration at this
time.

Councilman Jennings moved to accept Item 3 to allow Carlock Toyota to install a ground
sign that is thirty-five feet tall instead of the forty-eight foot sign which Toyota had
requested. This area allows for a sixteen-foot sign; thus the thirty-five foot sign is a
compromise reached by the parties between the height requested and the height allowable in this
Regional Commercial Zoning District.
