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I.
Game Times & Innings Played

A. There will be a 1 hour time limit or 4 innings.

B. Score will be kept. (3 outs or 7 runs per inning). Unless it is the Director’s Cup where in this case there is no limits to amount of runs scored ONLY in the last inning of play.
C. Each team is responsible for keeping your own batting order.  A scorebook will be provided to each coach/team to use.
D. You must have a minimum of 8 players at game time. 7 players will constitute a forfeit but game will still be called by an umpire for 1 hour time limit if both coaches agree to play.

E. The pitcher must be inside the circle when the pitch is thrown with mask in place
F. If a player leaves the game an umpire must be made aware as well as the opposing head coach. This will only be allowed due to personal or medical related problems. A head UIC or Sports Director will make an ultimate decision if desired due to liability. 
G. Weather cancellations of a game will only be counted if 3 full innings have been played or if the game is in the bottom of the 3rd and the leading team is at bat.
II.
Playing Field

A. There will be a fair ball arc in front of home plate.  If the ball is not hit past the arc, this will be a foul ball. 
B. 6yr olds will not require a catcher but if teams are in agreement to play a catcher both must do so in order for this position to be used. 7-8yr olds are required to have a catcher. 

III.
Batting Order & Base Running

A. A base runner cannot leave the base until the ball is hit. (Stealing is NOT allowed).
B.      All 7-8yr. old batters will be allowed 3 swings or 8 pitches to hit the ball.  (the batter cannot  foul out). NO WALKS 
C.      All 6yr. old batters will be allowed 5 swings or 8 pitches to hit the ball.  (the batter cannot  foul out). NO WALKS 
D.      A player can only be intentionally walked 1 time per game. You cannot intentionally walk in a run.
E. All outfielders must stay behind the base line. (Free substitution on defense).

F. The batting order shall constitute all players on the team roster at the beginning of the game.  Late arrivals shall be inserted as the last batter.  

G. All batters and base runners must wear a batting helmet.

H. The pitcher must be inside the pitching circle when the ball is put in play with pitching mask on head.
I. No Bunting.

J. Two defensive coaches will be allowed OUTSIDE the baseline of the field of play.

K. There can be three offensive coaches on the field of play. (Pitcher, first & third base coach)

L. Infield fly rule does not apply.

IV.
Dead Ball
A. Play is dead when the pitcher has control of the ball. (Pitcher is not making an attempt to throw the ball). Or the umpires rules it dead.
B. On a line drive or fly ball caught by the defense, an out is awarded and play is still live. (Runners must return to previous base or advance at their own risk).

C. On a ground ball fielded by a player, the player may elect to attempt a play or hold the ball.  On an attempted play resulting in an overthrown ball the batter / runner may advance one base only and the ball is dead.  No additional attempts may be made unless the fielder makes a throw or attempt to get the runner out after the over throw.
D. When the lead runner is forced back to a base then all play is dead.
E. When the ball hits the bucket it results in a NO pitch and doesn’t count against the batter.
