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I.
GAME TIME & INNINGS PLAYED

A. A flip of a coin between the two managers will determine the home team.
B. Game time is forfeit time.  A game is forfeited when a team is unable to place eight players on the field.  (Umpires will call for 1 hour if a game is forfeited)

C. A team can start with 8 players; the 9th batting position in the batting line-up will be skipped until a player is placed into the lineup. 
D.
(During Regular Season) There will be a 1 hour & 30 minute time limit or a max of 6 innings.

      
(No new inning will start after 1 hour and 20 minutes)

E.
(During Director’s Cup) There will be a 1 hour & 45 minute time limit or a max of 6 innings.

      
(No new inning will start after 1 hour and 35 minutes)

F.
Games will be terminated once becoming regulation if one team is ahead by 10 or more runs after 3 complete innings.

G.
Weather cancellations of a game will only be counted if 3 full innings have been played or if the game is in the bottom of the 3rd  and the leading team is at bat.
H. If a game is tied after regulation of innings or time limit during the regular season the game will remain a tie.  

I. The home team spectators will be responsible for keeping score but the visiting team spectators may keep score if nobody has filled the position. Regardless the official score will be kept by the umpires on the field.
J. The game time will officially start at the 1st pitch.
III.

SUBSTITUTIONS AND LINE-UPS

A.
Any of the starting players may be withdrawn and reenter once provided such player occupies the same batting position whenever the player re-enters the line-up with the exception of the pitcher which cannot re-enter as a pitcher.
B.

All players must have a chance to bat and play in the field (min. of 1 inning) 

C.

If a player re-enters the game illegally, there is no penalty except that he must be removed from the game immediately.

D. 
The bat shall be a regulation baseball bat (not softball) (unaltered) made of approved alloy.

E.  
A drop third strike runner must be thrown out or tagged out. If the runner is not tagged out or thrown out he will not be ruled out until he enters the dugout.
IV.

PITCHING RULES

A.
A pitcher may pitch 9 innings per week.  The week will run from Monday to Sunday. Monday will re-start a new inning count for pitchers.
B. One pitch thrown in an inning constitutes as 1 inning pitched.  If any pitcher pitches 4 full innings and then throws one pitch to another batter in the same game, the pitcher will not be eligible to pitch the next game(24hrs). 

C. If a pitcher pitches 4 full innings in any game, he may not pitch the following day but may pitch within the same week. EX: if a pitcher pitches 4 complete innings on a Monday night he cannot pitch Tuesday but is allowed to Pitch Thursday.
D.      A pitcher can only pitch a maximum of 6 innings in one game.

E.
Pitchers are not required to take signs, but if they do, they must be on the pitcher’s mound to receive the sign from the catcher or the coach.

F. If the pitcher is removed from the mound he cannot re-enter as pitcher.

Trips to the Mound – You must pull the pitcher on the 2nd trip to the mound. That pitcher may play another position but cannot come back to pitch in that same game.
G. Playing rules not specifically covered by league rules shall follow USSSA rules.
H. 15yr. olds CANNOT  PITCH!!!
V.
EJECTIONS AND SUSPENSIONS

A. Any player or coach who is ejected from a game or facility will receive an automatic one game suspension along with the remaining innings of the current game. (If the next schedule game is canceled, the coach must sit out the next game being played.)
B. Any spectator who is ejected from a game must leave the facility or exit the gates.

VI.
PROTEST
A. All protest concerning rule violation will be settled on the field of play by the Head umpire or UIC.
B. No protest will be allowed on any judgment calls.
